This book does an excellent job of walking you through the process.| highly suggest a "quick
read-through" to gain a decent understanding of all the terms and concepts, then go back from
Chapter 1 and go step by step. Some important details are given but you’ll miss them: | installed
Server 2012 Essentials first... but this won't do Hyper-V.If you're just getting started with Hyper-V,

this is an excellent read/reference.

Finding documentation on Microsoft's Hyper-V is hard to find but this book has it all. From design,
installation, tweaking to high availability and backing up and restoring it’s all in there. One of the
things | really like about this book is the author has done an excellent job of explaining all of the
optional settings. (You know all of those optional settings you’re not sure if you should make
changes to.) The author explains them in great detail and provides examples of when they should or
should not be changed. Another thing I like about the book is the author gives the PowerShell
commands and explains when PowerShell can do more than the GUI can.Hyper-V in Server 2012
has many new options and documentation is scarce. If you are new to Hyper-V and would like

documentation and configuration advice from a Hyper-V expert this is the book to get.

As an IT Consultant, I've been working with Microsoft's Hyper-V since it was first released as a
BETA in Windows Server 2008 and up until now, haven’t had too much of a need to purchase or
read books on how to administer and get the most out of it as | found it relatively easy to get to grips
with. Windows Server 2012 Hyper-V however is a whole different story and although you might be
forgiven for thinking that the User Interface looks familiar and that you can ramp up on this release
easily, when you start to understand all of the new features and enhancements, it will quickly
become apparent that you need some expert advice to help optimize your virtual environments
